The article is devoted to identifying the potential of artificial intel-
ligence as a resource in teaching Russian as a native language. If the use of artificial
intelligence in studying English and Russian as a foreign language is justified and
described in the works of foreign and Russian researchers, then considering the
aspects of teaching Russian as a native language using artificial intelligence is not
only relevant, but also a new aspect of scientific research. The purpose of the work
is to analyze the capabilities of chatbots in studying Russian as a native language.
The study uses questionnaire and experimental methods. A survey of schoolchildren
and philology students showed that, using chatbots in preparation for Russian lan-
guage classes, students discover both the advantages of using artificial intelligence
and its disadvantages. It was revealed that students are primarily dissatisfied with
the quality of information received in response to requests. Its incorrectness and
vagueness, and often erroneousness, are noted. The experiment revealed facts in-
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dicating errors in Russian grammar in responses to queries — analogs of tasks for
exercises in school textbooks on the Russian language. Analysis of the execution of
tasks on the morphology and syntax of the Russian language by chatbots showed
that chatbots «make» a large number of errors in determining grammatical cat-
egories of parts of speech, cannot determine syntactic relations and word connec-
tions in a Russian sentence, and correctly parse Russian words by composition.
An example with the verb ponsiemis considered, which is defined by chatbots as a
perfective verb. The use of chatbots in performing creative tasks is assessed more
positively. The study showed that students in general have not developed the skill
of using artificial intelligence in learning Russian as a native language and lack a
critical attitude to the materials presented by chatbots. Therefore, identifying rel-
evant ways to optimize the educational process using artificial intelligence seems
like a promising task.
