One of the advantages of implementing syllabus as a conceptual framework in
the educational process is the focus on active learning that helps students assess
their readiness to take the course / section. Thus, this document, in contrast to the
discipline steering document, explains a course in a broader context, describes the
applicable training resources, and improves the effectiveness of student acceptance
ofteaching materials that are developed for delivering the course / section, contains
explanations for each type of tasks offered for performing inside the classroom
and as homework. The division into inside and outside activity is on purpose not
indicated. In this paper, the process of improving university students speaking skills
on the topic “Difficult Children’, which is studied in compliance with the syllabus of
the discipline “Oral and Written Speech Practice (English)’, is researched.
